I. Monthly Discussion with Vice Chairs of Standing Committees

Tom Hagedorn(CPP).  Members were informed that at its last meeting CPP passed a preliminary report on program closure which will be discussed at today’s Steering meeting.  They have also passed the charge regarding Faculty Senate calendar time, and will soon forward their approval to Steering. They are continuing their work on Middle States and have broken into three subcommittees to break the document into three parts: resource allocation, institutional assessment, student learning and assessment.

Janet Morrison (CFA).  Members were informed that CFA is continuing its work on SOSA and re-alignment of the promotions document.  They recently held two open forums regarding SOSA and anticipate sending their final recommendation to Steering in the coming week.  Recently, they have not made much progress on the promotions document, but will discuss it at today’s meeting.

Louis Tucci (CAP).  Members were informed that CAP has not held a meeting since their last report to Steering.  Suzanne Pasch informed CAP that they have received two recent charges (Pass/Unsatisfactory and LAC request for prefix), and that they will be receiving several other new charges from Steering in the coming week.

Rebecca Alimena (CSCC).  Members were informed that at today’s meeting, CSCC plans to take the final vote on the Drug and Alcohol Policy.  Once final approval has been received, CSCC will transmit its final recommendation to Steering.

III. Updates and Announcements
A. Status of Charges

· Pass/Unsatisfactory—Members were informed that the charge had been transmitted to CAP

· CFA Conference Committee—Members were informed that the report had been transmitted back to CFA for final recommendations.

· Language Across the Curriculum request for prefix—Members were informed that this issue had been transmitted back to CAP for its recommendation

B. Status of Transmittals

· Theatre and Drama Minor—Members were informed that the minor had been approved and signed off by the Provost.

· Academic Policy changes from CAP—Members were informed that the policies that had been approved by CAP had been approved by the President.

C. Other Updates

· Governance Update—Members were informed that the most recent governance update had been transmitted to the campus community.
IV. Action/Discussion Items

A. School of Engineering Reorganization

Members reviewed a proposal to reorganize the School of Engineering, as a result of degree redesignations last year and the new programs in engineering that were approved this year. Steering members unanimously passed a motion to transmit the charge to CAP for its recommendation.  

B. Program Closure of Academic and Non-Academic Programs

Members reviewed a preliminary report from CPP that was issued in response to the President’s request to consider the issue of program closure.  However, CPP realized that it had never received a formal charge from Steering to allow the report to proceed through governance.  Steering members agreed to send a memorandum to the co-chairs of CPP informing them to proceed with gathering Step 2 testimony.

C. Policy for Academic Standing and Dismissal

Members reviewed a preliminary report regarding academic standing and dismissal.  The Steering Committee unanimously passed a motion to transmit the report to CAP for its recommendation.

D. Web Page Policy

Members reviewed a final proposal on a campus-wide web page policy which was recommended by the Information Technologies Advisory Council.  The Steering Committee unanimously passed a motion to transmit the policy to CSCC for its recommendation.

E. SGA concerns re: foreign language credits

Steering members reviewed an issue raised by SGA regarding the college’s policy on not allowing community college credit for general education foreign language classes.  Steering members agreed that the issue should be addressed by GEAC.  Steering members discussed whether or not the charge should address the larger issue of the process by which credits are transferred.  A draft charge will be prepared for approval to transmit at the next meeting.

F.  Governance Review Discussion
