I. Monthly Discussion with Vice Chairs of Committees

Rebecca Alimena (CSCC).  The Committee was informed that CSCC had completed its preliminary recommendation regarding Drug and Alcohol Policies and would be soliciting testimony later this semester.  Steering Committee asked CSCC to compile a list of testimony already taken and submit the list to the Steering Committee.

Tom Hagedorn (CPP).  The Committee is continuing to focus on two issues this semester—Middle States Review and policies regarding program closure.  They have also received the new charge regarding Faculty Senate meeting times and will discuss the issue at the next meeting.  CPP was also approached by Provost Briggs to possibly come up with a survey of the student body to elicit opinion of courses provided.  

Janet Morrison (CFA).  The Committee is continuing to work on their two remaining charges the charge on Realignment of the Promotions Document and the charge on reviewing SOSA policies and procedures. With the Realignment document, the subcommittee is formulating a list of larger issues that should be addressed such as the current criteria for promotions.   The SOSA subcommittee has received testimony from past SOSA chairs and plans to solicit testimony from other groups.  They are looking into how SOSA was awarded in the past and considering SOSA after transformation.  The Committee will have its recommendation to the Steering Committee by the end of the fall semester.

Louis Tucci (CAP).  CAP informed Steering that they had received a request from Caroline Miller regarding Definition of Majors and Minors.  However, CAP was informed that the charge had to come from Steering.  The Steering Committee transmitted a formal charge to CAP for their recommendation.
