I. Monthly Discussion with Vice Chairs of Standing Committees

Tom Hagedorn (CPP).  Members were informed that the Proposal Regarding Planning Councils will be discussed at today’s CPP meeting, and the Policy on Program Closure of Academic and Non-Academic Programs will be discussed at today’s Faculty Senate meeting.

Blair Gumnic (CSCC).  Members were informed that CSCC is continuing its work on the Disciplinary Policies and Student Travel Policy.

C. Ungraded Option Policy: CAP recommends changing the wording of the Policy to read “Students must designate a course as “Ungraded Option” within the first two weeks of the semester.”

D. School of Engineering Reorganization:  CAP has reviewed and accepted without comment.

E. Biomedical Engineering Specialization:  CAP has reviewed and raised three concerns about the proposal, which the Steering Committee will forward to the Dean of Engineering. 

F. Student Travel Policy:  CSCC will be drafting a preliminary outline at today’s meeting. 

G. Policy on Program Closure of Academic and Non-academic Programs: This policy is currently under consideration by CPP, CAP and the Faculty Senate.

IV. Action/Discussion Items

A. Smoking Policy:  Steering Committee members discussed the recommendations made by CSCC and decided to return them to CSCC for further testimony by SGA and Legal Affairs.

B. Web Page Policy:  Steering Committee members reviewed the changes made by the Information Technology Advisory Council and will send to CSCC for its recommendation.
C. Minor Approval Program Requests for Lingustics and Photography: Steering Committee members reviewed the proposals and will move them to CAP for its recommendation in the next step of the minor approval process.

D. Maximum Number of Majors:  Steering Committee members discussed an issue that arose from decoupling degrees in the Elementary and Early Childhood Education and the subject area.  Members decided to send this issue to CAP to identify the issue and make its recommendation.

E. Calendar Issues regarding Senior Week/Reading Period:  Upon the request of the Ad Hoc Subcommittee on Calendars and Scheduling, the Steering Committee decided to send this issue to CAP and CSCC for its review and recommendation.
