Background:
The College of New Jersey’s nonacademic student conduct policies and procedures have not been revised in recent years to comply with legal requirements and best practices in higher education. Recent review of these policies and procedures show there is a need for substantive revisions. Therefore, at the direction of the Vice President for Student Affairs, the student conduct officer has drafted a proposed code of student conduct (attached).

Charge:

The Steering Committee asks that the Committee on Students and Campus Community develop a code of student conduct that describes the behavior expected of all undergraduate students, articulates behavior that is not acceptable, and outlines procedures for addressing cases of alleged student misconduct. CSCC should consider the attached draft as part of the testimony that contributes to its preliminary recommendation (Step Two of the governance process).  Additional testimony should be sought from the campus community including the Student Government Association.  
Timeline:  

The Steering Committee requests that this work be completed by the end of the Fall 2010 semester.
