Travel Policy Review
Student Rights and Responsibilities 

- Violation of “the particular expectations of faculty or staff member who organized the trip” should also be used as grounds for expulsion
- Is 3 weeks’ notice too far in advance for those with disabilities who need special accommodations?
College Rights and Responsibilities

- Look for better expression of “the interest of other student participants” as conditions for changing a trip

- Faculty should take into account religious holidays when planning a trip

- What is an “underage” student?

- Employees/faculty need to be aware that they need to fill out travel forms prior to trip
- Complete roster of students attending should be additional requirement

- Faculty should provide alternative for certain travel expectations

- Add specific procedural section for faculty to follow

- Outline the policy into more specific circumstances for local field trips, global study, etc.

- Email deans’ offices for any existing documentation concerning student/faculty travel
