I. Debriefing from Community Learning Day

Attendance was low.  Outreach needs to be specially targeted if the speaker is not the author of the summer reading text—we can’t rely on targeting FSPs.  Five events is a lot to organize.  

Ideas:  

Invite other campus groups to organize complementary events for Community Learning Day and take full responsibility for them 

Do about five weeks of outreach for Community Learning Day.  Include the Wall, staking, a day-of email to faculty, targeted emails to deans and trustees (by way of the President’s office).  Include a book-signing event.  Package Community Learning Day with the Summer Reading program.  Find out if it’s feasible to move CLD up to September.  

There is a lack of continuity between the beginning stages of planning the SRP/CLD in the spring semester and the final push at the start of the fall semester, with a new chair and new members.  Can chairs be elected at the beginning of the spring semester?

Janet and Susan will collaborate on producing a calendar of activities for CICPC chairs.

III. Theme and possible books for next year

The tentative theme, planned during 2014-5, is Sustainability/Environmental justice.  We will keep the theme open as we explore possible texts.  Members will review catalogues of shared reading books and bring suggestions to the next meeting.

III. TRANSFER STUDENTS AND THE SUMMER READING PROGRAM

Kit Murphy forwarded a question from the Orientation Committee about whether and how transfer students should be included in the SRP. The CICPC agreed that it's valuable to include transfer students who enter as sophomores or juniors in the Summer Reading Program.  If students are admitted too late to participate in the program at the start of their first semester at TCNJ, or if they are admitted in January, they should participate in the program during the following year.  We recognize that it would be ideal for all students to participate at the start of their first semester, and perhaps adjustments can be made to assure that students admitted after August 15 are included, but a January SRP would be cumbersome to implement. The learning goals for the SRP could be changed with a few very minor edits to make them relevant to the transfers as well as incoming first-year students.
IV. INTELLECTUAL THEME AND SUMMER READING SUGGESTIONS

Members compiled a shortish list (below).  

Follow-up:  Members will explore as many of these texts as they can, or descriptions of the texts, before the next meeting.  Members will also make available copies of any of these texts that they can for further review. We will also consider any other texts worth adding to the list.

III. Proposals from Miriam Shakow and Teresa Nakra

Teresa Nakra’s proposal is for a component of the multi-year project Trenton Makes Music.  We will request information about Joseph Pucciatti’s role in the program and more specific information about office supplies and web hosting fees.  Since the part of the project CICPC is being asked to help fund takes place in January-February, we will ask for quick resubmission and seek council approval before the end of the semester.

Miriam Shakow’s proposal is for a workshop and panel on student activism.  Honoraria and transportation seem high, and the math is unclear for program expenses and funding sources.  We will ask for clarification of where the resource people are traveling from and how much time they will be giving to the events.  We will also ask for clarification of other funding sources and for further detail on student organizations that are already involved and committed. 

IV. Summer faculty fellow for SRP and CLD

Kit Murphy has approval to fund a summer faculty fellow to manage both Community Learning Day and the Summer Reading Program.  Lisa and Janet will meet to outline duties and produce a rationale for moving CLD to September. 

Other follow-up:  Lisa will attend a conference on common reads in late February.  The CICPC should propose upcoming annual themes in advance so that Lisa can look for strong texts and speakers at the conference.  

Janet will add suggested clarifications to the proposal web page.
