Applicants for internal transfer should contact the program coordinator for
an initial meeting.

Note: Secondary Special Education Majors are dual majors whose program
integrates three departments: the content major, Secondary Education, and
Special Education. Applicants who are transferring from one content major
to another, must first contact the content major department (English,
History, Mathematics or Biology).

Once an applicant is accepted by both the content area department and the
Special Education department, the Change of Major form must be signed by
the chairs of the department you are leaving, the content department you
are entering, and the Special Education Department.

Open to all who meet criteria

Psychology
1. Completion of application process, including essay (see
department website for details)

2. PSY 101 (C- or above)

Applicants for full major status must have credit for PSY 101 and
must write an essay, while applicants for pre-major status must
only write the essay. Pre-majors will convert to standard/full
major status upon completion of PSY 101 with a C- grade or
better.

Limited capacity. Approximately 70%

of internal transfer applicants are

typically admitted to this program. If

demand exceeds capacity, preference

will be given to applicants with

demonstrated good performance in

Psychology courses.

Sociology Applicants for internal transfer to Sociology must meet the
following requirements:

1. Grade of C or higher in SOC 101

2. Grade of C or higher in STA 115 or STA 215

The program also accepts internal transfers as pre-majors, who
will convert to full major status upon completion of SOC 101 (C)
and STA 215 or STA 115 (C).

Applicants for internal transfer to Spanish must meet the
following requirements:

1. Grade of B- or higher in SPA 211

2. Grade of B- or higher in SPA 215

Note: Because students may only be pre-majors for one
semester, SPA 211 (B- or above) must be completed before
applying for internal transfer.

Nursing

Consideration for transfer into the program is based upon:

1. NUR 110, Unitary Man & Environment (minimum
grade of B) or PSY 101 (minimum grade of B).
Completion of NUR 110 is strongly recommended
(along with all science courses) for applicants seeking
to enter the program with sophomore status.

2. To be eligible for consideration, applicants must have

earned a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher, completed

at least one science course at TCNJ, and earned an

average GPA of 3.0 or better in all science courses at

the time of application, pending sufficient enrollment

capacity.

Public Health

Students in good standing seeking to transfer internally may
apply to enter the Public Health major if they meet eligibility
standards:

1. STA 115 with a minimum B- grade or STA 215 with a
minimum C+ grade

2. One of the following major courses with a minimum
grade of B- or higher: PBH 240 Introduction to
Epidemiology (preferred); PBH 220 Wellness
Promotion Across the Lifespan; PBH 375 Population
Approaches to World Health; PBH 376 Health
Systems, Administration and Policy; PBH 379
Environmental and Occupational Health; PBH 350
Health Education

Students in good standing may apply as pre-majors prior to

taking the above classes.

The department generally has capacity

for all applicants who meet or exceed

the requirements.

Biology

Applicants for internal transfer to Biology must meet the
following requirements:

1. Grade of C- or higher in BIO 201

2. Grade of C- or higher in CHE 201

This major often has limited capacity,

and if the number of applications is

high, simply meeting the minimum

requirements may not result in

admission. In such cases, preference will

be given to applicants based on math

and science GPA and the number of

biology, other science, and math

courses completed.

Chemistry

Applicants for internal transfer to Chemistry (any degree track),
must meet the following requirements:

1. Grade of C- or higher in CHE 201

2. Grade of C or higher in MAT 127

Admission to the Chemistry major is

competitive, with preference given to

Science students. If there are more

qualified applicants than allowed by

available capacity, internal transfer

candidates will be evaluated using the

following criteria: 1) GPA in Chemistry

courses and correlate courses for the

major (Physics and Mathematics); 2)

Number of Chemistry courses or

correlate courses completed, and 3)

overall GPA.

Computer

Science

Applicants for internal transfer to Computer Science must

meet the following requirements:

1. Grade of C or higher in CSC 220

(CS I: Computational Problem Solving)

2. Grade of C or higher in MAT 127 (Calculus A)

A student who has already taken CSC 250 and wishes to use this
to meet the CSC 220 and CSC 230 requirement must
successfully complete an entrance test in C++. If the
substitution is approved, the student must take an additional CS
option course to meet the Computer Science major
requirements. (These are typically students who have taken CSC
250 as non-majors and then transfer into the CS major.)

The Computer Science major has limited

capacity, and admission to the major is

competitive. Seats will be allocated to

eligible applicants based on the

following criteria: GPA in Computer

Science courses and correlate courses

(Mathematics and science); number of

Computer Science and correlate courses

completed; and overall GPA.

Math &

Statistics

Applicants for internal transfer to Mathematics must meet the
following requirements:

1. Grade of C- or higher in MAT 127 (Calculus A)

2. Grade of C- or higher in MAT 200 (Proof Writing)
